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Note:  Projects with high priority and/or private funding sources may make it through the process in a
           shorter time frame. In addition,individual NTM tools have different implementation periods
           depending on the street type. Projects that reach Phase II, but do not rank high enough for
           public funding would be postponed to the next annual funding cycle. 

NTMP Process (Simplified):
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
